25/002 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
None of the members of the public present wished to speak about any issue except for planning (ZG2024/1089/FULM).
25/003 POLICE REPORT: - No report received
25/004 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -  
North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur reported that North Yorkshire Council have recommended a Council Tax increase of 4.99% (2.99% general + 2% social care levy).
Councillor Arthur advised that North Yorkshire Council Selby and Ainsty Area Committee are holding a meeting on Thursday 17th January 2025 to discuss the recommendation to cease work on the preparation of the Selby Local Plan before it goes before the full Council for decision in February 2025.
It was noted that this will be replaced by the new North Yorkshire Local Plan in due course however this could generate more planning applications in the meantime.

Councillor A Tomlinson stressed that this is an absolute waste of money along with five years work and puts the village in a very vulnerable position as it raises the probability of additional developers coming forward.

25/006 PARISH COUNCIL VACANCY (CO-OPTION OF NEW COUNCILLOR): -

The Chairman introduced Ms. Laura (Sam) Horsey, and she spoke about why she wanted to be considered for the office of Councillor.
It was unanimously agreed to co-opt Laura (Sam) Horsey on to the Parish Council and she was welcomed by members.
25/007 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -
The Chairman noted that Councillor Ann Tomlinson had been granted a dispensation allowing her to participate in the discussion relating to the Local Plan and this was unanimously agreed.
25/008 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -  
The Chairman reiterated that the Parish Council still have three Councillor vacancies and would welcome new members. 
25/009 CLERKS REPORT: - No report given.
25/010 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 21ST NOVEMBER 2024: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 21st November 2024 were proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

25/011 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Greens
Hagg Lane/Inner Moor Lane
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that the Parish Council have been granted planning permission to carry out the work included in the Barnes Associates report (environmental consultant) but reiterated that any additional work will require subsequent planning permission. 

Councillor Tomlinson reported that as agreed the project had gone out for tender and she had sent the Barnes Associates report to two interested parties and received quotes back from both (all work must be carried out within the scope of the report).
The Parish Council discussed the two quotes and due to their expertise and competitive quote received it was proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to accept the quote of £650 submitted by the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG).
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that Northern Powergrid have recently carried out work on Hagg Lane to clear tree growth away from overhead powerlines and thanked Mark Terry for allowing the use of his field to store the wood chip temporarily so it can be returned on site when the weather improves (as per planning authority conditions).
Councillor S Fox acknowledged all the hard work that Councillor Tomlinson has put in on this project.

The clerk read out correspondence received from a resident thanking the Parish Council for clearing the paths on Hull Road and requesting clearance of overgrown vegetation on Hull Road from Main Street towards Newhay Lane.

Members discussed the request, and it was noted that clearance work has only recently been carried out in this area; clerk to clarify the area of concern so this can be investigated further.  
Water Lane Pond

The Chairman advised that George Fillingham will be spraying this area within the next few weeks.

Working Group Update
Councillor S Bennett advised that the working group have deferred discussion regarding all 

other village greens until February due to the poor weather and to allow them to focus on Hagg Lane Green.

b) Dog Fouling/Litter/Fly Tipping
Councillor S Fox reported that she had not received any recent requests for dog fouling stencilling/spraying however this has been successful in alleviating the problem in areas where it has been used.

c) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire - Ongoing
d) Bus Service Update – No further update 
25/012 PLANNING: -
a) Applications Received from North Yorkshire Council: - 
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow members of the public to speak and a number of residents raised concerns including: -
· Concern regarding overexpansion of the village and the lack of public transport and infrastructure to support additional housing.

· Safety concerns as the site access is close to the primary school with parking on School Road already an issue and a very busy T junction on to the A63. 
· This is agricultural land which is needed for food security and alternative brownfield land is available locally which is much more suitable for development.

· This area is a good wildlife habitat and very popular walking route in the countryside which is good for mental health.

· The water pressure in the village is already poor which would be exacerbated by additional housing.
· Concern regarding flooding and drainage as this land is regularly waterlogged.

· Is there capacity for additional children to attend pre-school and the primary school?

A resident also raised concern regarding the large tank that has been put on the edge of the proposed development land without planning permission.
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that this is a temporary structure which does not require planning permission and is a storage facility for organic waste and not slurry or animal waste.

The Chairman re-opened the meeting
Councillor A Tomlinson spoke about the principles of development in the village, and it was noted that the local authority no longer has a five-year land supply therefore as Hemingbrough is a designated service village we must have additional housing in the village.

Councillor Tomlinson also addressed some of the concerns raised by residents.
1. (ZG2024/1089/FULM) Erection of 139 dwellings with associated access, infrastructure, landscaping, open space and demolition of existing dwelling on Land Off School Road, Hemingbrough Support
Hemingbrough Parish Council supported this site in the call for sites consultation in relation to the emerging local plan. This process was lengthy and involved community consultation. 

The Council feels that the number of houses allocated to Hemingbrough should be limited but recognise that some growth is necessary to ensure the village grows in a sustainable way. However, this site is supported because the environmental impact of this site is much less than other sites currently proposed, the proposed housing mix sits well with the village's current property types and the potential for further development is limited. 
The Parish Council voted to oppose any development of a residential nature on land to the North of the A63. This decision was based upon the preferred sites HEM G and HEM K, as it was felt they were closer to facilities, provided better safety aspects and contained the development of the village in a more robust way to protect against further development.  

The Council were pleased to note the attempts to consult with relevant bodies prior to the formal application being made. We also are pleased to see attention has been paid to ensure an aesthetically pleasing layout, one which takes into consideration the proximity of Chapel Balk and its current use as an access path to public footpaths and recreational walks. 

This application should be approved because: 
· It is the preferred and best site to deliver sustainable growth, meeting the village’s housing needs 
· The environmental impact is negligible. 
· Access to services and facilities for residents of the site, in particular children and the elderly is very good. 
2. (ZG2024/1189/COU) Change of use of land for siting of rural workers caravan (72m2) to enable the formation of equestrian fostering and rehabilitation operation on site on Land at The Haggs, Novey Lane Object
1) Not enough information is provided within the application with regards to the water supply or drainage
2) The static caravan appears to be excessively large for occupation by one individual. 
3. (ZG2024/1237/HPA) Alterations and extension to outbuilding to form domestic annex at The Chase, School Road, Hemingbrough No Objections 
4. (ZG2024/1260/FUL) Erection of 1 No. 4 bed detached dwelling on land to the east of Strome House, Garthends Lane, Hemingbrough Object
1) Whilst the Parish Council acknowledge that the applicant has taken steps to mitigate the concerns raised previously, they still object due to overdevelopment of the site.
5. (ZG2024/1225/HPA) Installation of conservation rooflights on the front and rear elevation, conversion of the garage into an office and erection of a wooden structure to the side of the garage for storage at The Hollies Barn, Main Street, Hemingbrough Object/Comment
1) The Parish Council have no objections to the installation of rooflights providing they do not contravene the Conservation Area however they do object to the removal of the garage as this takes away a parking space and the Parish Council regularly receive complaints regarding vehicles parking on Main Street and causing a traffic nuisance.
