25/054 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
A member of the public advised that the ecologist working on behalf of Barratts have arranged to carry out another newt survey (comprising of six visits) as their last survey is out of date. The ecologist will liaise with the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
It was also noted that the church clock has stopped again and this is the 5th time since Christmas. 
The member of the public advised that he had met on site with the engineer from Smith of Derby who explained that the problem is with the winding unit which requires replacing and the clerk read out the following correspondence received from Smith of Derby (10/04):- 

“Our engineer has reported that the going train winding unit is quite likely at the end of its lifespan and may need to be upgraded in the near future (and possibly the other two winding units as well). On this basis, I thought it best to give you a rough estimate at this stage so that you could begin fundraising for when the time comes:

To replace 1x winding unit only would cost approx. £3,000 - £4,000 plus VAT. Whereas replacing all 3x units at the same time would cost approx. £8,000 - £10,000 plus VAT.”
The clerk advised that it may be possible to get a grant for the repair from the War Memorials Trust up to a maximum of £5,000 (match funding) and it was agreed to proceed with the grant application; to be discussed further at the next meeting.

25/056 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -  
North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur spoke about The Local Government Boundary Commission for England consultation on the draft recommendations for division boundaries which is open until Monday 9th June.
Councillor Arthur advised that he may be able to give the Parish Council a small grant towards the church clock repairs once his Locality Budget applications re-open next month.

Members had a brief discussion regarding the date of the meeting and the appointment of a new Chairman as Councillor J Strelczenie has already indicated that he will not be               re-standing as Chairman and Councillor S Bennett (Vice Chairman) had already given his apologies for the 15th.

The clerk advised that there is nothing to prevent an absent member being elected as Chairman if they are willing to stand if they are proposed, seconded and voted however the Parish Council must agree their Declaration of Acceptance can be signed before/at a future meeting.

Councillor S Bennett advised that the working group met last week to discuss the ongoing work, and it was noted that Councillor A Tomlinson has secured a £2,000 grant from the Drax Community Fund (awaiting receipt of funds).
It was noted that the clerk was still awaiting a response from Mark Lumby (North Yorkshire Council Highways) with regards to establishing the exact boundary prior to the bollards being put back.
The Chairman closed the meeting and a member of the public raised concern regarding the damage being caused by large agricultural vehicles driving over the grass verges.

f) Discuss and Decide on a one-off contribution to HI&PFA to ease financial pressures in relation to the upkeep of village assets

Councillor A Tomlinson spoke about the ongoing financial pressures that are leaving Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI&PFA) in a very vulnerable position.
Councillor Tomlinson circulated the HI&PFA end of year accounts (1st April 2024 to 31st March 2025) and proposed granting the HI&PFA a one-off contribution of £4,5000 to maintain the play area, this was seconded by Councillor S Fox.
The Chairman raised concerns regarding the Parish Council contributing £4,500 and spoke about alternative ways of raising funds for the play area.

The Chairman made a counter proposal that the Parish Council do not make the contribution however there was no seconder for the counter proposal.
With a majority vote it was agreed to grant the HI&PFA a one-off contribution of £4,500 to maintain the play area.
g) Confirm Appointment of Internal Auditor for Hemingbrough Parish Council Accounts Year Ending 31st March 2025
It was unanimously agreed to reappoint Chris Phillipson as the internal auditor for Hemingbrough Parish Council.
