It was noted that due to a change in management structure the monthly police newsletter had ceased in April however a new Neighbourhood Inspector has been appointed so it is hoped to get this back into circulation over the next few weeks.   

Councillor J Rooney raised concern regarding the recent anti-social behaviour at the fishing ponds including fires being set and PCSO Gaskell advised that she has spoken to the pond owner regarding security & also to the youths involved and no further incidents have been reported at the pond.
It was also noted that during the recent hot weather youths had been swimming at the quarry and removing the buoyancy aids.
Members raised concern regarding incidents of poaching and the ongoing anti-social behaviour on the Playing Fields; PCSO Gaskell to monitor and ensure a visible police presence as much as possible. 25/118 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -  
The Chairman passed on the Parish Councils best wishes to Councillor R Chilvers and thanked Councillors A Tomlinson, J Rooney and S Shipstone for joining him on the village walkaround (15/07).
25/119 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that North Yorkshire Council (NYC) are unable to relocate the litter bin outside the Fox and Pheasant Public House to the Londis shop doorway as they no longer allow open-topped bins or carry out the groundworks required to secure this type of bin. All new NYC bins are now designed to sit on the ground and are internally weighted to remain stable.
Members discussed the bin models that NYC can supply, and it was proposed by Councillor S Fox, seconded by Councillor J Rooney and unanimously agreed to purchase a Glasdon Jubilee 240 litre bin at a net cost of £782.76 including emptying to try and help alleviate the ongoing litter problem; clerk to order as agreed.

25/121 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
Village Walk Around (15/07)
The Chairman reported on the walk around the village green areas owned and maintained by the Parish Council to determine and prioritise our maintenance and any funded improvements over the current financial year. 
Hagg Lane
It was noted that Hagg Lane Green, working in conjunction with the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) remains a top priority.
Oldways
It is hoped to continue with improvements to create another walkway.
Oxbow Green
It was agreed to continue to maintain the pathway and keep it cut back.
Water Lane Pond
It was agreed to remove all the white posts around Water Lane Pond that are becoming a hazard and fill the holes around the green.                                                                             The Parish Council will continue to monitor and look to implement an alternative solution if necessary to prevent vehicles parking on the pavement/village green.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close/St Marys Strip  

Councillor S Fox to continue with the development of the wildlife area however this area has become overgrown again and needs clearing back.
Memorial Garden
Councillor L Stebbings to continue with the upkeep of the Memorial Garden with the assistance of volunteers.
Hagg Lane Green
Councillor A Tomlinson reported that Barnes Associates (environmental consultant) have advised that they need to work with an ecologist in order to produce the ten-year management plan; Councillor Tomlinson to liaise with an ecologist who will report on the protected species present at Hagg Lane.   
Councillor Tomlinson also gave an update on the highway boundary/verge bollards and it was noted that a dead tree is encroaching on the verge which may need to be removed (planning permission permitting).  
It was agreed that Councillor Tomlinson would obtain quotes for the installation of new bollards to create a new visible boundary; to be discussed further at the September meeting.
It was noted that tree bark has been tipped on Hagg Lane however Mr K Mcann (HHLGCG) confirmed that this had been done at the request of the group, and the bark will be spread around the site.
The Chairman also reported that Inner Moor Lane has been blocked by fly-tipped tree branches & cuttings which need to be cleared. 
The Chairman read out correspondence received from a resident expressing concern regarding the overgrown state of Oldways and proposing to form a volunteer group “Friends of Oldways” to help maintain the paths with the approval and open communication with the Parish Council.
It was agreed that the Parish Council welcome the help of volunteers and would support the group providing that the group regularly engage/communicate with the Parish Council.
b) Village Issues 
Councillor A Tomlinson raised concern regarding the broken bench/posts on the grassed area at the entrance to the village.
It was noted that the bench has previously been repaired but was then subsequently vandalised again and is now in a state of disrepair.

Members agreed to remove the bench following the removal of any commemorative plaque that may still be present and Councillor A Chilvers volunteered to action the removal. 
Streetlights
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that Northern Powergrid require an inventory of the streetlights in the Parish which must be completed by a qualified electrician; Councillor Tomlinson to liaise with the clerk. 
Village Defibrillators
The Chairman spoke about the Parish Council taking ownership of the defibrillator outside the Crown Public House, and it was noted that as the defibrillator was purchased by the previous landlord, the Parish Council must get permission from them in order to be able to take ownership; to be investigated further.
c) St Marys Church Clock Repair 
Councillor A Tomlinson reported that she was still awaiting a response from the War memorials Trust regarding the grant application.
